This Agreement is made and entered into on the 27 ’?/ay 0 , 2008,
by and between the TOWN OF SOUTHERN SHORES, North Carolifra, hereinaf@r referred to as
"Town," and Tidewater Fibre Corporation, A Delaware Corporation, d/b/a TFC Recycling,
hereinafter referred to as "Contractor."

WHEREAS, the Town desires to contract for the provision of certain recycling collection
and disposal services, described in Section III below; and

WHEREAS, the Contractor is in the business of supplying recycling services; and

WHEREAS, after a lawful selection process the Town has selected Contractor and wishes
to enter into a legally binding Agreement with Contractor for the provision of recycling services;

Now, therefore, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, the parties each agree
with the other as follows:

Section I. INTERPRETATION OF THIS AGREEMENT

A. Entire Agreement. The Contractor shall perform recycling services in accordance with
these terms and conditions of this Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire and only
agreement between Town and Contractor concerning its subject matter. It supersedes all prior
negotiations, commitments, understandings or Agreements, whether oral or written, concerning
its subject matter.

B. Copies of the Agreement. This Agreement shall be executed in duplicate by Town and
Contractor. Town shall retain one copy and Contractor shall retain one copy. Each copy is an
original of the Agreement.

Section II. DEFINITIONS

The following terms used in this Agreement have the meanings indicated in this Section, unless
the context of the Agreement clearly requires otherwise.

A. Customer. The property owners of the TOWN OF SOUTHERN SHORES.

B. Recyclables. Recyclables, which shall be reasonably clean and free of residue, will
consist of:

¢ aluminum beverage cans,

e brown, clear and green glass food and beverage containers,

e ferrous (steel) cans,

e plastic bottles (with the symbol #1 PETE) — narrow neck containers only
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e natural plastic containers (with the symbol #2 HDPE) — narrow neck containers only (milk and
water jugs),

e pigmented plastic containers (with the symbol #2 HDPE) — narrow neck containers only (detergent,
shampoo, bleach bottles, etc., without caps),

» mixed residential paper such as,
= newspapers (with inserts),
= old corrugated cardboard,
= magazines,

= catalogs,
= office paper,
*  junk mail,

= paperboard (cereal boxes),
= telephone books, and
e other agreed materials.

38 Residue. Means non-processable and non-recyclable materials removed. Materials
collected from Town recycling carts that are not covered in item B above, and which are not
reasonably recoverable and recyclable by Contractor. Examples include: construction debris,
garbage, motor oil containers, trash, yard waste, and broken glass.

D. Roadside. Customers are to place recycling carts adjacent to the edge of the roadway but
no less than three (3) feet from any other object such as trash carts, mail boxes, autos, etc., which
might interfere with automated pickup. Contractor is not required to collect carts not placed at
roadside or those filled with blatant quantities of residue.

E. Town Manager. The chief administrator of the Town, or his/her designee.
Section III. TERMS AND CONDITIONS

A. Term. The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of five years from October 1,
2007 to September 30, 2012. This Agreement may be extended upon terms and conditions
mutually agreeable to the Town and Contractor. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Town may
at the end of any Fiscal Year terminate all of its obligations under this Agreement if the Town’s
governing board has not appropriated sufficient funds to make the next Fiscal Year’s scheduled
payments, as specified in Section III.G. of this Agreement. Such termination shall be
accomplished by sending written notice of the termination to the Contractor at the address

specified in Section IILJ. of this Agreement no later than 10 days after the last day of said Fiscal
Year.

Should the Town terminate this Agreement in the manner provided in this section, and
thereafter solicit bids for the same service rendered by Contractor under this Agreement, and
receives from a third party a bona fide bid for such services that is acceptable to the Town, then
to the extent authorized by North Carolina law the Town shall give written notice to the
Contractor of the existence of the terms and conditions of the bid and Contractor shall have thirty
(30) days thereafter to notify the Town that it agrees to provide the same service on the same
terms and conditions contained in such bid. If the Contractor declines to make a bid, or fails to
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reply to the Town’s written notice of such bid, within the thirty (30) day period, the Town may
accept the bid from the third party or any other party deemed acceptable by the Town.

B. Schedule. During the period of this Agreement the Contractor will provide the Town
with recycling services weekly every Monday during the period June 1 — September 30. Effective
January 1, 2008, during the period October 1 — May 30, Contractor will provide recycling
services the first and third Monday of each month. Collection will begin at approximately 7:00

A M. on collection days. Monday Holidays such as New Year’s Day, Easter, Memorial Day,
Independence Day, Labor Day, and Christmas may alter collection schedule to Tuesday.

(37 Public Information. The Town and Contractor shall jointly offer occasional briefings to
Town Council, and civic associations to explain the recycling program schedule, define the
recyclable materials and collection requirements, and encourage and promote recycling. Printing
and mailing costs of Town announcements shall be paid for by the Town. The Contractor shall be
consulted to ensure the accuracy of Town promotional materials but shall not exercise any veto
power over their contents. All materials distributed by the Contractor shall be at Contractor’s
expense and be approved in advance by the Town. Contractor will make general recycling
information and statistics available to the Town upon request.

D. Recycling Services to be provided:

(1) Materials defined above as recyclable shall be placed at roadside and collected by the
Contractor on the schedule noted above. Contractor shall take title to the recyclable material
upon collection at roadside.

(2) The Contractor may, due to customer error and automated collection, collect some materials
other than the recyclable materials specified in Section II. B. See Section III D (4) below
regarding disposition.

(3) Disposition of Recyclable Materials. Contractor shall transport the collected recyclable
materials to Contractor’s Materials Recovery Facility (a recycling processing center), or directly
to markets. Contractor may sell the recyclable materials to whatever market the Contractor
deems appropriate for recycling, and the Contractor shall retain full proceeds of such sales. While
it is within the discretion of Contractor to determine the market for sale of the collected
recyclable materials generated within the Town, it is the responsibility of Contractor to remove
and dispose of recyclable materials in a manner consistent with the intent and effect of recycling.
Contractor shall ensure that all collected and processed recyclable material is transported to
recycling markets for sale and not disposed of as refuse, provided there is a market for the
recyclable material. There shall be no storage of collected recyclable materials in the Town. The
Town has no responsibility to market or arrange for the sale or other disposition of recyclable
materials collected by Contractor.

(4) Disposition of trash and other non-processable, non-recyclable materials (“residue”).

Materials collected by the contractor from Town recycling carts may include residue material
which is not recyclable by Contractor such as construction debris, garbage, motor oil containers,
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trash, yard waste, and broken glass and small items less than 2”" across or other residue not
specified in Section II B above.

Contractor shall take possession of such residue material upon collection at roadside and
transport it to their Materials Recovery Facility along with recyclable material. At the Material
Recovery Facility, the residue will be separated from recyclable material, mixed with other
residue from other accounts and taken by Contractor to an approved facility for disposal. The
disposal fee (tipping fee) is currently $40.00 per ton; and will not exceed $75.00 per ton at
mutually agreed upon disposal sites during the term of this Agreement; and will be billed
monthly to Town as a separate invoice item. The amount of such residue billed to Town shall
not exceed 25% of the total weight of all the Town’s material collected on any given collection
day by Contractor (recyclable and non-recyclable) and will be determined by periodic sampling
of Town’s actual recycling material to determine the percentage of residue. Contractor is
responsible for all collection, processing and transportation costs associated with the handling of
residue material.

If during the course of collecting Town recyclables, Contractor discovers residue material that is
hazardous material or hazardous waste, or infectious waste material or material not permitted by
law or characterized as hazardous by United States Environmental Protection Agency (US EPA)
such material was collected from Town customers’ carts and not due to residue collected from
other customers of Contractor, Contractor should notify Town immediately by telephone
requesting instructions and in the interim, the Contractor shall take all steps necessary for the
assessment and containment of the hazardous material or waste in a safe and reasonable manner.
Contractor’s cost for transportation and disposal hazardous waste material shall be paid by Town.

(5) Contractor shall keep a record of collection dates; participation rates, total tons collected and
estimated weights of materials, and submit the data along with certified weight receipts to the
Town within 15 days of the end of the collection month. If any other information is necessary to
evaluate and measure the Town’s compliance with State of North Carolina recycling
requirements, the Contractor will provide it within reason.

(6) Collection Containers. All 65-gallon size roll-out carts designated for recycling, and in the
possession of the Town at the beginning of this Agreement remain the property of the Town.
Town affirms that a significant number of carts currently in use by Town were distributed to
Customers before 1997. Town understands and agrees that roll carts more than ten (10) years old,
may become unacceptable for use during Term of Agreement. Town agrees roll carts determined
unserviceable due to use and wear for more than 10 years will be replaced by Customer.
Contractor will maintain adequate inventory of 95 gallon roll-out carts for use in Town’s
recycling program. Upon request from Town, Contractor will deliver new or replacement carts to
Customer. Contractor will charge a fee to the Town-$79.63 per cart for new assembled 95-gallon
size. The roll-out cart remains the property of the Town.

In the event that a roll-cart is damaged or destroyed, and this damage or destruction is not the

fault of the property owner, lessee, the Contractor shall repair or replace the cart. Condominium
properties, multi-family dwellings, or subdivisions that do not have residential curbside solid
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waste collection, shall have carts provided at solid waste collection areas in a number agreed
upon by the Contractor and the Town. The Town shall be charged subject to the provisions of
section G (1).

E. Schedule Changes. The collection schedule may be amended or modified by the mutual
Agreement of the Town and the Contractor.

F. Complaints & Missed Collection. If a residence is missed due to the fault of the
Contractor, resident should call the Town that day by 10:00 A.M. Supervisor will contact the
Town office no earlier than 10:00 A.M. and receive a list of missed households. Resident will
receive service the same day. Late put-outs, carts tagged with unrecyclable material or otherwise
uncollectible carts will be serviced on the next regularly scheduled service day.

Contractor shall designate by name a supervisor with a motor vehicle and a cellular telephone or
a radio who shall be present in the area during collection times. If the regular supervisor is not to
be present, the name and cellular phone number of the substitute shall be provided to the Town
by phone or fax message on the day prior to the scheduled collection if possible.

The Contractor’s cellular telephone number and/or a toll-free telephone number shall be given to
Town so that communications can be established between the Town and the on-site supervisor so
problems can be dealt with promptly, and missed streets collected. The supervisor shall ensure
that all messages called in to the toll-free number or cellular number is dealt with before the
collection team departs.

If there 1s a change in the Contractor’s regular supervisory personnel, Contractor shall notify the
Town Manager as soon as possible.

G. Charges and payments.

(1) This is a firm price with fixed escalation Agreement for the term of five years from October
1, 2007 through September 30, 2012. The Contractor shall charge the Town for recycling
services in accordance with the following charges:

a) Weekly Collection Services — Residential

“In-season” June 1 — September 30; effective January 1, 2008

Recycling services will be billed to the Town at a fixed rate of $4.19 per home, per month for
the first year of the Agreement. For each additional year of this Agreement an adjustment
equal to increases in the following Consumer Price Index: CPI for All Urban Consumers,
U.S. City Average, ALL ITEMS (1982-84=100) as published by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics, U.S. Department of Labor, not to exceed 5%, shall be applied to the monthly per
unit rate charged by the Contractor to the Town.

b) First & Third Monday of each month Collection Services — Residential
“Off-season” October 1 — May 30, effective January 1, 2008
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Recycling services will be billed to the Town at a fixed rate of $2.93 per home, per month for
the first year of the Agreement. For each additional year of this Agreement an adjustment
equal to increases in the following Consumer Price Index: CPI for All Urban Consumers,
U.S. City Average, ALL ITEMS (1982-84=100) as published by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics, U.S. Department of Labor, not to exceed 5%, shall be applied to the monthly per
unit rate charged by the Contractor to the Town.

Collection Services for Other Sites — Commercial Generators

Weekly Collection Services — Commercial

“In-season” June 1 — September 30; effective January 1, 2008

Recycling services will be billed to the Town at a fixed rate of $4.19 per roll-out cart, per
month for the first year of the Agreement. For each additional year of this Agreement an
adjustment equal to increases in the following Consumer Price Index: CPI for All Urban
Consumers, U.S. City Average, ALL ITEMS (1982-84=100) as published by the Bureau of
Labor Statistics, U.S. Department of Labor, not to exceed 5%, shall be applied to the monthly
per unit rate charged by the Contractor to the Town.

First & Third Monday of each month Collection Services — Commercial

“Off-season” October 1 — May 30, effective January 1, 2008

Recycling services will be billed to the Town at a fixed rate of $2.93 per roll-out cart, per
month for the first year of the Agreement. For each additional year of this Agreement an
adjustment equal to increases in the following Consumer Price Index: CPI for All Urban
Consumers, U.S. City Average, ALL ITEMS (1982-84=100) as published by the Bureau of
Labor Statistics, U.S. Department of Labor, not to exceed 5%, shall be applied to the monthly
per unit rate charged by the Contractor to the Town.

Recycling services will be billed to the Town at a fixed rates per cart, per month (commercial
generators, using roll-out carts), at site to be approved by Town. As of December 10, 2007, Town
states thirty-nine (39) locations designated as commercial (“stops”) locations. The roll-out cart
remains the property of the Town.

At the beginning and middle of each month the Town will advise Contractor by fax or other
agreed upon method of the total number of completed houses, and other sites, within Town and a
list showing new addresses added since the previous report. If a household or other site is
delivered a cart between the first and fifteenth of a month inclusive, the Town will be billed for
service for the entire month. If a household or other site is delivered a cart between the sixteenth
and the end of the month, the Town will not be charged for service for that month.

(2) The Contractor will send trucks to Town for each collection date and will (beginning
approximately 7:00 A.M.) traverse all the streets of the Town, and collect from every house or
other site where a recycling container is set out. Supervisor will contact Town at Town Hall by
10:00 A.M. each collection date to exchange information on the status of the days’ collection.

(3) Invoicing. Contractor shall provide the Town monthly, at the beginning of the month, with
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an invoice for the recycling services to be provided during the month. The Town shall make
payment in full within thirty (30) days of the receipt of the invoice, subject to paragraph I below.
A late payment charge of 1.5% (.015) per month may be assessed the Town for payments one
week or more overdue. Invoice shall include, in addition to the charges, the following
information: dates of collection; number of homes participating; and tons of commingled
recyclables collected on each date unless the additional data have been provided within 15 days
following each collection month as stated in paragraph D(5) above. Invoice shall also show
residue tonnage and disposal cost.

(4) Fuel Surcharge. Contractor reserves the right to enact a fuel surcharge. Contractor will use
the U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) Energy Information Administration (EIA) Weekly
Retail On-Highway Diesel Prices, Average All Types under the column “Lower Atlantic”
(see exhibit A). This index is updated every Monday and can be accessed at;

Application:

The surcharge will apply to all charges billed. The surcharge percent will be updated monthly
based on the U.S. Average fuel price issued by DOE on the last Monday of every month. Any
billing to be done on this last Monday of the month will incorporate the updated fuel surcharge
percent.

H. Standards of Performance. Contractor, in addition to its services being in conformity with
accepted standards of the industry, agree that its collection and removal services shall be in
conformity with all State, County, and Town statutes, ordinances and regulations in effect on the
date of execution of this Agreement and in conformity with all terms and conditions of the
Agreement. Contractor shall be responsible to insure the cleanliness of the pickup area
immediately after collection is not poorer than before collection.

I. Excuse of Performance. The performance of any obligation under this Agreement may be
temporarily suspended in the event that performance is prevented by a cause or causes beyond
the control of Contractor, and shall be resumed as soon as possible. Such causes shall include,
but not be limited to: acts of God, acts of war, riot, fire, explosion, accident, hurricane and flood.

In the event of flood or hurricane or other natural disaster which interrupts Town business, Town
reserves the right, at no cost to Town, to notify Contractor to suspend collections until the
emergency conditions have ended. Town payment of invoices shall be made within 30 days of
the resumption of normal Town business.

J. Notice. Any notice required hereunder shall be provided by Certified Mail, Return Receipt
Requested; hand delivery; or by overnight courier. Any notice shall be addressed as follows:

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L. Holidays. Contractor will perform all collections on Mondays with the possible exception of
Monday Holidays as indicated in Section III B.

M. Miscellaneous Provisions:

(1) Contractor to Furnish all Labor and Equipment. Contractor shall furnish all personnel, labor,
equipment, and supervision necessary to accomplish its full and satisfactory performance of the
Agreement. Contractor shall use only personnel qualified to perform the work assigned and shall
see that all work is performed in an efficient and workmanlike manner and in compliance with
federal and state OSHA standards.

(2) EEO. Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of sex, race, religion, color, creed, handicap, national origin or ancestry. Contractor shall
post conspicuously a notice of its Equal Employment Opportunity Policy.

(3) Independent Contractor. Nothing in this Agreement may be construed to create the
relationship of employer and employee between Contractor or Contractor’s employees/agents and
the Town. Contractor and any subcontractor employed by Contractor with Town’s consent shall
comply with all minimum wage standards, worker’s compensation, unemployment compensation
and all other laws federal, state, and local pertinent to its employees. Contractor and any
subcontractor employed by Contractor with Town’s consent shall abide by all applicable local,
state and federal laws and regulations pertaining to the activities carried on under this contract
and to its employees and equipment used to fulfill the terms of this Agreement. Contractor shall
take all actions necessary to ensure that any approved subcontractor complies with all the
requirements of this paragraph.

Notwithstanding the status of Contractor and any approved subcontractor as independent
contractors, Town shall have the right to require removal from service under this Agreement of
any employee of Contractor or an approved subcontractor whom the Town deems incompetent,
careless, or insubordinate, or whose continued employment is deemed contrary to the public
interest or welfare.

(4) Contractor’s Equipment. Contractor shall maintain all trucks and equipment used in the
performance of this contract in a reasonable clean condition and free of unpleasant odors by
spray washing, disinfecting and steam cleaning. Contractor shall ensure that any equipment
supplied by an approved subcontractor is maintained in the same manner.

(5) Designated Contact Person. Contractor agrees to assign qualified personnel to be in charge

of the service provided for by this Agreement and agrees to give the names of the personnel to
the Town.

(6) Continuous Service Required. Contractor agrees that in the event of equipment breakdown,
strike or other occurrence which would delay or prevent timely performance of its obligations
under the Agreement it shall immediately take action necessary, including, but not limited to,
replacement of equipment and personnel in order to assure prompt restoration of regular services
and in any case before the next regular collection date.
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(7) Inspection. All services performed by Contractor under this Agreement shall be subject to
the inspection and approval of the Town Manager or his designee. When the Town determines
that Contractor’s performance is unsatisfactory, Contractor shall immediately commence action
necessary to remedy the problem.

If Contractor fails to correct the problem within 15 calendar days from receipt of written notice
from the Town Manager, the Town may take steps necessary to correct the problem and to collect
any costs against the Performance Bond. Town reserves the right to cancel this Agreement for
uncorrected poor Contractor performance upon giving ninety days proper written notice to
Contractor as described in Section III J.

(8) Contractor to Supply All Licenses. Contractor shall, at its own expense, purchase and keep
in force all business licenses and other licenses and permits required by federal, state or local
law, ordinances and regulations pertinent to Contractor’s performance of this Agreement.

(9) Hold Harmless — Indemnification. It is understood and agreed that the Contractor hereby
assumes the entire responsibility and liability for any and all damages to persons or property
caused by or resulting from or arising out of any act or omission on the part of the Contractor, its
subcontractors, agents or employees under or in connection with this Agreement or the
performance or failure to perform any work required by this Agreement. The Contractor shall
save harmless and indemnify the Town and its agents, volunteers, Mayor, members of Town
Council, employees and officers from and against any and all claims, losses or expenses,
including but not limited to attorney’s fees, which any of them may suffer, pay or incur as the
result of claims or suits due to, arising out of or in connection with any all such damage, real or
alleged, and the Contractor shall upon written demand by the Town assume and defend at the
Contractor’s sole expense any and all such suits or defense of claims.

(10) Environmental Considerations. Any costs associated with violations of the law including,
but not limited to, remediation, clean up costs, fines, administrative or civil penalties or charges,
and third party claims imposed by the Town by any regulatory agency or by any third party as a
result of the noncompliance with federal, state or local environmental laws and regulations or
nuisance statutes by the contractor or by subcontractors, consultants, sub consultants, or any

other persons, corporations or legal entities retained by the Contractor for this Agreement, shall
be paid by the Contractor.

(11) Modification. There may be no modification of this Agreement, except in writing, executed
by the authorized representatives of the Town and the Contractor.

(12) Governing Law and Forum. This Agreement shall be governed and construed in
accordance with the laws of the state of North Carolina. All actions relating in any way to this
Agreement shall be brought in the General Court of Justice of the State of North Carolina or in
the federal district court for the Eastern District of North Carolina.
