MINUTES
The Southern Shores Town Council met on September 5, 2006, at the Pitts Center.

The following Council Members were present: Mayor Don Smith, Dan Shields, Jodi Hess, David
Sanders, and Brian McDonald.

Also present were: Webb Fuller, Town Manager; Carric Gordin, Town clerk; and Tke McRee,
Town Attorney.

OPENING

Mayor Smith called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m., led the Pledge of Allegiance and held a
moment of silence for the families of Police Officer Jon Slegel who lost his father, for the family
of Paul Rothman, long time resident, who lost his wife, for our troops overseas and in memory of
the victim’s families on September 11. He asked that the residents fly an American flag, in honor
of those who died, on September 11.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Hess moved to approve the agenda as presented. Mayor pro tem Shields
seconded. The motion passed with Mayor Smith and Council Members Shields, Hess, Sanders,
and McDonald voting aye; no Council Member voting no; and no Council Member absent or not
voting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mayor pro tem Shields moved to approve the minutes from the following meetings: May 1,
2006, budget workshop; recessed budget workshop May 8, 2006; recessed budget workshop;
recessed budget workshop June 1, 2006; recessed budget workshop June 13, 2006; July 25, 2006;
and August 1, 2006, Council Member Hess submitted several minor corrections prior to the
meeting and minutes were corrected as noted. Council Member Hess seconded. The motion
passed with Mayor Smith and Council Members Shields, Hess, Sanders, and McDonald voting
aye; no Council Member voting no; and no Council Member absent or not voting.
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PUBLIC COMMENT

Mayor Smith opened the public comment section of the agenda.

Jon Kenton, 120 Tall Pine Lane, addressed Council as a resident and the president of the Kitty
Hawk Elementary School PTA thanking them as well as the police and public works departments
and Carl Classen for all their help in getting the South Dogwood Trail road improvements and the
muiti-use path completed in a timely manner.

Hearing no further comments Mayor Smith closed the public comment and continued with the
meeting.

CONSENT AGENDA

FY 2006-07 Budget Amendments

Mayor pro tem Shields moved to approve the FY 2006-07 Budget Amendments (1-4) as
presented. Council Member Hess seconded. The motion passed with Mayor Smith and Council
Members Shields, Hess, Sanders, and McDonald voting aye; no Council Member voting no; and
no Council Member absent or not voting.

Mayor pro tem Shields requested that the council meeting minutes be included as part of
the Consent Agenda. Council agreed.

REPORTS

Planning Board

George Kowalski, chairman of the Planning Board presented the August 21, 2006, Planning
Board report.

Mayor pro tem Shields moved to hold two public hearings on October 3, 2006 for Ordinance
2006-08-PB13 relating to Changes and Amendments of Article 14 in the Town Zoning Ordinance
and Ordinance 2006-08-PB 14 relating to Article 6, Access to Main Thoroughfares of the Town
Zoning Ordinance.

[Clerk’s Note: A copy of the August 21, 2006, Planning Board report is attached hereto as Exhibit
B and made part of these minutes].

Mayor Smith recognized Jim Groff, past Planning Board chairman, for his volunteer service to
the Planning Board with a Certificate of Appreciation.

Police Department

Webb Fuller gave brief police report in Chief Pledger’s absence. He reported that the department
concentrated patrol on East Dogwood Trail, Sea Oats Trail, and the town parking lot for speeding
and illegal parking.
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Canal Dredging
Webb Fuller reported that the town is awaiting the soil sampling results performed by EPI. He

would continue discussion with Duck Woods Country Club and the Chicahauk Property Owner’s
Association after the soil sampling results are in to discuss possible spoil sites.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

Ordinance 2006-07-04-Site Plan Requirements

Mike Hejduk, Town Code Enforcement Administrator, reported that upon review of the Town’s
Zoning Ordinance by staff, Planning Board, and Gary Ferguson, consultant hired to review the
zoning ordinance, several changes are recommended in updating the Zoning Ordinance. He
stated that the recommended language is to provide specific language to specific issues.

Tke McRee opened the public hearing on Ordinance 2006-07-04-Site Plan Requirements.

Pat Storey, 362 Sea Oats Trail, requested that the ordinance be amended for consistency to use
the word structure instead of the word building in some places and the word structure in other
places in the document. Also, she asked what penalty would be imposed if the trash/recycle cans
were not placed in the proper place as shown on the site plan and what type of landscaping is
required under site plan requirements line 18 and 19.

Mike Hejduk stated that he could use the word structure consistently as suggested except as
relating to building permits.

Hearing no other comments, Ike McRee closed the public hearing.

Mayor pro tem Shields moved to adopt Ordinance 2006-07-04-Site Plan Requirements as
amended. Council Member Hess seconded. The motion passed with Mayor Smith and Council
Members Shiclds, Hess, Sanders, and McDonald voting aye; no Council Member voting no; and

no Council Member absent or not voting.

[Clerk’s Note: A copy of Ordinance 2006-07-04-Site Plan Requirements, as amended, is attached
hereto as Exhibit C and made part of these minutes}.

Ordinance 2006-08-01-Property Numbering Map

Mike Hejduk stated that Council directed staff, during the annual retreat, to review and amend the
Town Code as related to property numbering issues. He stated that the town is required to have a
property numbering map. He stated that this ordinance is less restrictive than currently written
and that the proposed changes to do impact the Powell Bill. He stated that several anomalies
were found and have been addressed as proposed in the presented ordinance.

Mayor Smith expressed his concern that requiring that someone’s address be changed by
amending the map could be very costly to a property owner, as citizens have expressed at
previous meetings. He asked if there is a way to protect those properties that provide an
additional entrance to the property to select the address that they would want.
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ke McRee stated as the ordinance is written there is discretion given by the town manager to
make a finding. He stated that the purpose of organized numbering is for public safety.

Mayor pro tem Shields stated that property owners should abide by the rules or allow the town
manager to determine the address.

Mayor Smith asked if there is any way the ordinance could be written to protect property owners
from being required to change their address.

Ike McRee stated that the current council or future council’s can amend ordinances as they see fit
and that there is no way to permanently protect the property address from being changed if
needed.

Council Member McDonald stated that he has found in his business that the County has property
addresses listed improperly.

Tke McRee opened the public hearing on Ordinance 2006-08-01-Property Numbering.

Jim Groff, 126 Clamshell Trail, asked what is the town’s liability if an emergency vehicle could
not find a property if a property owner refused to use the property number the town has
designated.

Ike McRee stated that there would probably be no liability against the town. The property owner
is imposing a risk on their self if they resist the designated property number.

Winston Hawkins, 36 Pintail Trail, asked how many properties are affected by the proposed
changes and is the town providing assistance to the property owners in making the required
changes.

Mike Hejduk stated that approximately 40 properties are affected and that most are willing to the
changes and that the town is working with those residents.

Council Member Sanders stated that he had to change his information due to his address being
changed. He stated that the lot, block, and pin number is the legal description of a property, not
the physical address.

Hearing no other comments, Ike McRee closed the public hearing.

Mayor pro tem Shields moved to adopt Ordinance 2006-08-01-Property Numbering as presented.
Council Member Sanders seconded. The motion passed with Mayor Smith and Council Members
Shields, Hess, Sanders, and McDonald voting aye; no Council Member voting no; and no Council
Member absent or not voting.

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NEW BUSINESS

Flood Insurance-Public Works Building

The town manager stated that flood insurance was not continued when the policy elapsed. He
recommends re-instating the flood policy since the town encourages property owners to have
flood insurance. He recommends that council select the $4,000 deductible as applied to the
building and contents separately and the premium of $1,681.00

Mike Hejduk provided additional information reflecting the town’s Community Raiing System at
a Class 6 that entitles a 20% discount.

Mayor pro tem Shields moved to authorize the town manager to retain flood insurance for the
Public Works building as recommended. Mayor Smith seconded. The motion passed with Mayor
Smith and Council Members Shields, Hess, Sanders, and McDonald voting aye; no Council
Member voting no; and no Council Member absent or not voting.

OTHER ITEMS
Council

Council Member Sanders asked about the procedure used for notifying property owners that a
tree from their property has fallen into the canal.

Mike Hejduk stated that a letter is sent to the property owner allowing them two weeks to remove
the tree or they will be given a civil citation.

Council Member Sanders requested that council discuss, during budget time, the desire to
continue the placement of utility poles underground. He stated that it has always been the intent
of past council’s to see that all the utility lines are placed underground.

Tke McRee stated as part of an easement agreement between the town and the phone company,
the phone company will, within two years, place all their facilities through out the town
underground and failure to do so would terminate the easement.

Mayor pro tem Shields requested that council consider establishing a joint committee with the
SSCA. CPOA, and Council to investigate the feasibility of providing some kind of youth
activities in town.

Council Member Hess stated that the SSCA formed a committee to look into this issue but it may
be found that County involvement would also be needed.

Mayor pro tem Shields stated that this is an item in the Long Range Plan but that nothing has
been done and he would like to see it move ahead.

Mayor

Mayor Smith requested that County Commissioner Cheryl Byrd attend toni ght’s meeting to
discuss the issues on the Outer Banks Transportation Task Force.
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Cheryl Byrd stated that she was appointed temporarily to represent Southern Shores on the Outer
Banks Transportation Task Force and now she is requesting that Council appoint Webb Fuller as
the town’s representative. She also requested that council consider appointing a representative to
the Bicycle/Pedestrian Transportation Committee.

She stated that a 28 member transportation task force have been appointed and those members
have been broken into five committees and some subcommittees (with 78 individuals involved) to
deal with issues of concern, which also includes Currituck County. The committees are: the
Future Organization committee, Trolley Bus committes, Bicycle/Pedestrian Pathways committee,
Transportation Demand committee, and the Transportation Solutions committee. Funding for ail
of these committee needs would come from any number of sources such as the Tourist Bureau
grants, occupancy taxes, county, town, and local business contributions, etc.

She stated that Bob Palombo and Joe Walter are on the Traffic Solutions committee and Council
member Sanders volunteered to serve on the Bicycle/Pedestrian Transportation Committee.

She requested that council consider appointing a representative to the sub-committee to discuss
the NC12/Aycock Brown intersections.

Council agreed to discuss this at the September workshop.

Mayor Smith stated that Bob Palombo brought to his attention a recent news article in the Daily
Advance newspaper where Paul O’Neal, chairman of the Currituck County Commissioners stated
the issue of congested traffic along Hwys.168/158 heading to Corolla not being resolved is due to
the towns of Southern Shores and Duck not wanting NC12 widened. Mayor Smith and Mayor
Morrison of Duck sent a letter to the editor in response to those remarks. Mayor Smith read the
portion of that article and the letter of response that stated, in part, that it is noted through a
survey that 80% of Currituck residents support the construction of the Mid-Currituck Bridge and
to consider the impact on the two towns in widening NC12 to expedite Currituck travelers. The
letter requested that Mr. O’Neal consider changing his support level on the building of the bridge.

Mayor Smith stated that as a member of the Shoreline Preservation committee and while in
attendance at a meeting suggested that the county consider freezing the county taxes if Nags Head
raises their property taxes to fund beach nourishment. He stated that if Nags Head were to do this
it would negatively impact all the towns tax bases. He felt that there was support from others at
the meeting for this suggestion. He would like to ask council to support the drafting of a letter by
the town manager to be sent to the county commissioners requesting the county consider another
way to distribute the ad valorem taxes or to put a freeze on the tax rate.

Council Member Hess stated if the tax increase proposed by Nags Head is designed as a special
assessment then it would not impact the ad valorem distribution to the other towns. She
questioned how long would the freeze be in effect.

Chery! Byrd stated that state legislation does not allow ad valorem taxes to be frozen. She
suggested there could be an informal understanding or submit a change to the General Assembly.
She stated that the municipalities could look into distributing the taxes by population instead of
by ad valorem.

Mayor Smith requested that Commissioner Byrd provide the town with county population
numbers so council could further discuss this issue at the next meeting.
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Town Manager

Webb Fuller stated, as follow up from a petition from property owners on Pintail Trail requesting
that the speed limit be reduced from 25 mph to 15 on Pintail and Ginguite Trails staff has
provided recommendations for council consideration. He stated he also received a request to
lower the speed limit on Woodland to 15 mph as well. He stated that staff is recommending the
placement of “Children at Play” signs on Woodland.

Council reviewed the staff comments which recommended not lowering the speed limit on Pintail
and Ginguite to 15 mph but to 20 mph.

Mr. Harden, 37 Pintail Trail, addressed council by asking why they are not considering the 15
mph speed limit. He stated that the citizens have not seen the proposals made by staff so how can
rebuttals be given by the citizens.

Mr. Fuller stated that as town manager his job is to provide council with rational objective
background information so council can make the best decision.

Council member Sanders moved that staff provide a presentation on reducing the speed limit as
proposed at a future council meeting divulging all the background materials as presented to the
public.

Mir. Harden stated that several citizens from the area are here and he doesn’t think the issues need
to be delayed. He asked that council share the staff recommendations and continue the discussion
tonight.

Winston Hawkins, 36 Pintail Trail, stated that he drives a SUV and he can drive 18 mph
comfortably but most drivers drive 5 miles over a posted speed limit. He stated that there are
approximately 25 children on Ginguite/Pintail. He asked that council drive on those streets after
5 p.m. and see how many residents are out there. He stated that the residents walk on those
streets and children play on those streets. He stated that church goers and sight seers as well as
delivery trucks are speeding. He doesn’t feel that 20 mph is a safe speed.

Ed Cowell, 134 Beech Tree Trail, stated that he has had the occasion to be involved in an
accident on Ginguite while his wife was driving she had to swerve to miss an oncoming car and
she hit a mailbox. He supports the reduction in the speed limit.

George Kowalski, 135 Duck Woods Drive, stated that he is not sure that lowering the speed limit
is going to stop people from speeding, police stop people from speeding.

Mayor Smith stated that he supports the request to lower the speed limit to 15 mph.

Mrs. Harden stated that she watks regularly and recently she was almost hit by a large white SUV
and she had to jump out of the way. She stated all but one resident signed the petition.

Mayor pro tem Shields moved to reduce the speed limit to 15 mph on Ginguite and Pintail Trails.
Mayor Smith seconded.

Council Member Hess stated that she remembers when council reduced the speed limit on
Dogwood Trail and then people complained that they couldn’t steer their cars at that speed. She
hopes council does not receive a flood of people requesting their street speed limit be reduced.
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All the streets are narrow and all have walkers and she doesn’t support the town changing the
speed limit to 15 mph.

Council Member Sanders stated that he has seen council react to a petition with 40 signatures
requesting to put up a stop sign and then a month later a petition with 75-100 signatures
submitted to remove the stop sign. He would like to see signs posted blind curve or children at
play. He has heard the same complaint from residents on Beech Tree Trail.

Council Member McDonald stated that something should be done at Woodland since a request
was made.

Mayor Smith stated that only one resident submitted a request from Woodland but a “children at
play” sign should be installed.

Gary Cosgrove, 44 Ginguite Trail, stated that speeding is not the only issue, the road is curving
and there are blind areas and it is very difficult to stay on one side of the road.

The motion passed with Mayor Smith and Council Members Shields, Hess, Sanders, and
McDonald voting aye; no Council Member voting no; and no Council Member absent or not
voting.

Mr. Harden stated that in the petition did include Pintail Court and did the motion include Pintail
Court.

Mayor pro tem Shields moved to amend his motion to reduce the speed limit to 15 mph on
Ginguite and Pintail Trails and to include Pintail Court. Mayor Smith seconded. The motion
passed with Mayor Smith and Council Members Shields, Hess, Sanders, and McDonald voting
aye; no Council Member voting no; and no Council Member absent or not voting.

The town manager requested council set a public hearing for September 26, 2006 for the
2006-2016 Dare County Solid Waste Management Plan.

Mayor pro tem Shields moved to hold the public hearing for the Dare County Solid Waste
Management Ten Year Plan on October 3, 2006. Council Member McDonald seconded. The
motion passed with Mayor Smith and Council Members Shields, Hess, Sanders, and McDonald
voting aye; no Council Member voting no; and no Council Member absent or not voting.

The town manager asked council to provide guidance, for future storm preparation, what is their
priority of pumping flooded streets from such an event when the town uses one pump. He stated
that he was told by staff that past procedures were to pump the town streets and that NC12 was
under NCDOT jurisdiction. He stated that it would appear that NC12 is the main thoroughfare
and should be pumped first, then the town collector streets, and then the neighborhood streets.

Council agreed that NC12 should be cleared as quickly as possible to keep vehicles from driving
through the town.
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Town Attorney

Mr. McRee stated that upon review of the Town Code, the issue of trees in the canal does allow
the town to treat it as a nuisance and the town can remove the tree and bill the property owner. If
the property owner does not pay for the service a lien can be placed on the property. Upon notice
of the violation the property owner has 15 days to remedy the situation.

Mike Hedjuk stated that currently the letter notifies the property owner of the violation and they
are given 15 days to remove the tree. He stated that the current letter does not address this issue
as a nuisance.

Mayor Smith requested that Mike submit a letter, for council review, stating that a tree that has
fallen into the canal is the property owner’s responsibility to remove and if not removed it would
be treated as a nuisance according to Town Code and would be abated by the town.

Council Member Hess stated that in the past the SS Boat Club would tour the canals and report
the fallen trees and the town would send out letters to the property owners alerting them of the
violation.

PUBLIC COMMMENT-None

Hearing no other business, Mayor pro tem Shields moved to adjourn the meeting at 9:25 p.m.
Council Member Hess seconded. The motion passed with Mayor Smith and Council Members
Shields, Hess, Sanders, and McDonald voting aye; no Council Member voting no; and no Council
Member abSﬁ;‘% or not voting.

Planning Board recommended actions for the Town Council:

2006-08-PB13, as revised, amending Sections 14.01, 14.02, 14.03 of
the Southern Shores Zoning Ordinance.

3. Without the need to hold a public hearing, approve Ordinance No.
2006-XX-XX -Chapter 7, Town Code - Subdivision Regulation
Definition.

Organization: Chairman Kowalski called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Planning Board
members George Kowalski, Georgine Poisal, Jay Russell, Joe Walter, Alternate
Nancy Wendt, sitting in for unexcused member Dave Peckens, Alternate Jim
Connors and ETJ Representative Ed Overton were present. Also in attendance
were the Code Enforcement Administrator Mike Hejduk, Administrative Support
Assistant Cyndy Gabrys and Gary Ferguson.

Public Comment: Kathy McCullough-Testa, former member of the Vegetative
Board expressed her dismay in the disbanding of the Vegetative Board and did not
know if she could be a member of the new committee. After a discussion by several
individuals, she was assured that all members of the past Vegetative Board would be
welcomed to the newly formed Vegetative Committee, under the guidance of the
Planning Board.
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Commiittee Reports:

The Stormwater Management Advisory Committee report was presented by Jay
Russell, stating he is waiting to have a meeting with Robert McCleden, who is
working on writing the committee’s report.

The Hazard Mitigation Plan Committee is winding down but Mike Hejduk explained
that he had a request to roll the members of this committee into a new Land Use
Plan Steering Committee.

A new committee of the Planning Board, the Vegetative Committee was formed
with Jim Connors as the Chairman. Jim welcomed all former members to the new
committee and stated that the committee will be meeting shortly.

Ordinance No. 2006-08-PB14 {(An Ordinance of the Southern Shores
Town Council Relating to Amending the Zoning Ordinance regarding
Access to Main Thoroughfares): In Article lIl, this ordinance amends
Section 6.07 and requires that driveways and street intersections to a
minimum on the main thoroughfares of U.S. 158, NC 12, and Dogwood
Trail (North, South, and East.) If any corner lot abuts these roads and
any other dedicated public right of way, the right of way shall be used for
access rather than the main thoroughfares. Rather than forcing a
reconfiguration of the driveway access and/or renumbering of the
property to the adjacent street, language is proposed to allow exceptions
to the general rule based upon actual site conditions.

Subsequent to discussion, the Board, by motion, unanimously approved
Town Council adopt proposed Ordinances No. 2006-08-PB14. Itis
recommended that Council schedule a Pubiic Hearing.
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2. Ordinance No. 2006-08-PB13 — Amendments to Town’s Zoning and
Subdivision Ordinances: The purpose of this zoning ordinance
amendment is to make Southern Shores development regulations
consistent with two new bills approved by the 2005 NC General
Assembly. These bills are S.L.2005-418, an Act to Clarify and Make
Technical Changes to City and County Planning Statues and S.L.2005-
426, an Act to Modernize and Simplify City and County Planning and
Land-Use Management Statues. These bills became effective January 1,
2006.

Section 14.01 requires that prior to adopting or rejecting any zoning
amendment, the Planning Board shall adopt a statement describing
whether its action is consistent with the adopted Town Comprehensive
Land Use Plan and an explanation why the Planning Board considers the
action taken to be reasonable and in the public interest. The statement is
not subject to judicial review. In addition where a zoning map
amendment is proposed, the Town shall place a sign on the subject
property announcing the date, time, and place of the public hearing for
the purpose of notifying persons of the proposed rezoning.

Section 14.02 adds an entire section that regulates the Council voting
requirements and regulates petitions opposing the changes as to their
exact filing and signature requirements.

Section 14.03 stipulates that if the Town Council does not receive a
written report from the Planning Board within 30 days of referral of the
amendment to the Board, the Town Council may proceed in its
consideration of the amendment without the Planning Board report. The
Town Council is not bound by the recommendations, if any, of the
Planning Board. No proposals shall be considered by the Pianning Board
within 30 days from the filing of the proposals with the Town. The
Planning Board shall advise and comment on whether the proposed
amendment is consistent with the Town Comprehensive Land Use Plan
and any other officially adopted Town plan that is applicable. A comment
that the proposed amendment is inconsistent with the Town
Comprehensive Land Use Plan shall not preclude consideration or
approval of the proposal by the Town Councii.

Subsequent to discussion, the Board, by motion, unanimously approved
Town Council adopt proposed Ordinances No. 2006-08-PB13. Please
note that the Zoning Ordinance does not contain all development
regulations. Town Code, Chapter 7, contains Subdivision regulations.
(To be handled later.) Changes to the Town Code do not require a Public
Hearing but Zoning Ordinances do. It is recommended that Council
schedule a Public Hearing.
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3. Ordinance No. 2006-06-PB9 — Regulations Governing Home
Occupations: Nancy Wendt made a presentation to the Board and to the
audience outlining what outcomes we wanted the Home Occupation
ordinance to include by polling the membership. She also presented the
Home Occupation ordinance that is followed by Nags Head. After some
discussion, the Planning Board asked Nancy to take our ideas and
incorporate them into an ordinance that was similar to the Nags Head
version. This compilation will be presented at the September Planning
Board meeting. The ordinance was tabled with no current action required
by the Town Council.

4. Ordinance No. 2006-06-PB3 — Regulations Governing Lot Coverage:
After the combined meeting between the Town Council and the Planning
Board, members of the Planning Board came up with various alternatives
to the regulations governing lot coverage. After an extensive review of
those alternatives and discussions with Mike Hejduk, those alternatives
were narrowed down, with some of them being included into the revisions
that will be made to the currently proposed amendment. Staff was asked
to take back this ordinance, create a version that included those accepted
revisions and return it to the Planning Board for their September Meeting.
The ordinance was tabled with no current action required by the Town
Council.

5. Ordinance No. 2006-07-PB12 — Regulations Governing Signs:
Although this proposed ordinance is very close to being completed it did
have several areas that needed to be researched before the Planning
Board was comfortable in producing a motion for adoption. The few areas
will not need extensive work so the changes should be quickly included
and it will be presented again at the September Planning Board meeting.

6. Ordinance No. 2006-XX-XX -Chapter 7, Town Code - Subdivision
Regulation Definition: The definition of a “subdivision” in G.S. 160A-
376 has been revised to clarify that the creation of a single new lot or
parcel may be considered a subdivision. Some have previously
interpreted the State definition of a subdivision to exclude the first lot out
of a parent parcel as not a subdivision. The new language now makes it
clear that this is a subdivision. Only one statement is added to the
definition on line 40: “when any one or more of those divisions is created.”

Section 7-99 has also been changed so that the Planning Board now has
30 days in which to submit its report instead of 45 days.
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Carl Berntsen spoke regarding his concern with the subdividing of the lot
next door to him. Mike Hejduk also spoke of his decision in this case.
Gary Ferguson was asked if this ordinance change was being done
because of Carl's concemns. Gary assured the Planning Board that this
was not the case and that because of this concern, it was realized that a
definition change would need to be updated to conform to the new NC
law.

Subsequent to discussion, the Board, by motion, unanimously approved
Town Council adopt proposed Ordinances No. 2006-XX-XX. Changes to
the Town Code do not require a Public Hearing.

Other ltems:
1. No concerns were raised by any members of the Planning Board.

2. Mike Hejduk made a presentation to the Board with regards to the need to
create a Steering Committee for the Land Use Plan. Initially he thought that the
current two Planning Board members of the Hazard Mitigation Plan Committee,
George Kowalski and Georgine Poisal, could move over into the Steering
Committee, even though several matters still need to be taken care of and this
committee was not disbanding. It was decided that the Planning Board would
have two other of its members join the new Steering Committee and Joe Walter
and Nancy Wendt volunteered.

3. Mike also addressed the status of the Cove, a possible restaurant in the
Marketplace and development of another set of tennis courts at Duck Woods
Country Club.

nearby lots; elevations of finished floors; and such other matters as may be necessary to
determine conformance with and provide for the enforcement of this Ordinance.

Article IIL Amend Section, 7-36 Southern Shores Town Code — Property Numbering
Section 7-36 of the Southern Shores Town Code is hereby amended as follows:

Sec. 7-36. Map adopted.

The property numbering map entitled "Property Numbering Map, dated April 4, 1983,
Southern Shores, North Carolina” as revised September 5, 2006, is hereby adopted as the official
property numbering map of the town. All property numbers assigned to lots will be in accordance
with this numbering map, and no other property numbering system shail be used or displayed in
the town. The Town Manager or his designee shall update the map whenever changes are
required. The property numbering map shall be kept on file in the office of the building inspector.

Article IV. Amend Section7-37, Southern Shores Town Code — Base lines, numbering
system

Section 7-37 of the Southern Shores Town Code is hereby amended as follows:
Sec. 7-37. Base lines, numbering system.

(@) On the property numbering map State Highway No. 158 is hereby designated as
the south base (00). The Ocean Beach is designated as the east base (00). All streets and public
rights-of-way running generally north and south shall be numbered consecutively from the south
base northward. All streets and public rights-of-way generally running east and west shall be
consecutively numbered from the east base westward.

The Town Manager or his designee shall assign numbers which are generally in keeping with this
convention. Existing numbers which may be in conflict with this provision may be retained if
considered in keeping with the public safety and welfare.

(b One (1) whole number shall be assigned every lot described on the property
numbering map, whether improved property or vacant lot. That part of the designated "Business
District” facing State Highway 158 shall have one whole number assigned for every twenly-five
(25) feet, whether improved property or vacant lot. Odd numbers shall be assigned to the west
side of the street on all north-south streets, and even numbers o the east side. On the east-west
streets, odd numbers shall be assigned to the south side of the street and even numbers to the
north side. If the principal building is not located on a lot, parcel or tract which would permit the
assignment of one (1) number to each unit, a single number shall be assigned 1o the building and
letters shall be used to identify the individual unit, in which case arrows pointing to the structure
are permitted to be used instead of a sign in front of the structure.
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Exceptions:

4. Planned unit developments or multi-family structures may have
numbers at least four (4) inches in height placed on each structure in a uniform manner as

approved by the Town Manager or his designee.
